Don’t You Forget About Me – Vector Addition and Subtraction Practice
When adding vectors that are not parallel, nor perpendicular to each other: (1) Break the vectors into components, (2) Add the horizontal components to get the horizontal component of the resultant, (3) Add the vertical components to get the vertical component of the resultant, (4) Add the horizontal and vertical components of the resultant (Pythagorean Theorem), and finally (5) Use a trig function to determine the reference angle.  
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Vwind = 2.4 m/s
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Vbug = 4.5 m/s
